This is the statue of the Duke of Sutherland dominates the hills and skyline above Golspie.

After the Duke’s death in 1833 the factor called by to the remaining tenants, asking for contributions to the costs of raising the monument.





They knew they had a choice – pay up or face the threat of evicton, hence the reason for them being decribed as ‘grateful tenants’ in the inscription on the statue’s plinth.
