	On the 19th August 1745 at Glenfinnan Prince Charles waited for support to come. 

Local clan chiefs advised the Prince to return to France. But the Macdonalds of Keppoch offered their support.
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On the 23rd July 1745 a French frigate landed safely at Eriskay. On board were Charles Edward Stuart and seven companions he had come to claim the throne for his father James and to raise the Jacobites once more.

Finally the Camerons came into view and the Jacobite standard was raised. The “Forty-Five” had begun.

An accompanying French ship with 700 men, arms and ammunition on board was damaged by an English vessel and sent back to France.
