Girdles
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The girdle was used for baking either scones or oatcakes. Some girdles had a flat iron plate. Others  were formed of narrow bars of iron bent into pleasing designs. 

Bannock Spades
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From about the beginning of the 19th Century heart shaped    bannock spades were used for turning the bannocks on the girdle

Bannock Toasters

When the fire was on the hearth bannocks were browned off by propping them against a flat stone. People who were better off had very finely dressed stone bannock toasters. Humbler folk, as well as stones, used simple wooden supports made out of a naturally curved piece of wood supported by little struts.
